The U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) has announced new product recalls to 

help ensure consumer safety. Please review the following items and check if they affect your 

household. 

• Yoto Mini Speakers: Risk of burn and fire hazards. A new full battery replacement kit is 

now available. 

• HTRC C240 Battery Chargers: Risk of fire, burn hazards, and serious injury. 

• Stanley Switchback and Trigger Action Travel Mugs: Over 2.6 million mugs recalled due 

to burn hazards. 

• Mr. Christmas Wireless Decorative Tree Light Controllers: Fire hazard concerns. 

• Touch of Class Wall Teester Bed Crowns: Risk of injury. 

• Savvy Rest Quilted Cotton Mattress Pads: Fire hazard and violation of flammability 

standards. 

• Empower Brands Power XL Dual Basket Air Fryers: Burn hazard issues.
